DREDGING AND TEMPORARY BUOY RELOCATION
SEAWARD APPROACH CHANNEL, OUTER HARBOUR

Notice is hereby given that on or about 24™ July 2011, for a period of approximately
three weeks, the dredger MV Sospan Dau (71 metres length overall) and the support
vessel MV Tioga B will be engaged in dredging operations in the seaward approach
channel to Cardiff Bay Outer Harbour.

The vessels will display lights and shapes in accordance with the International
Regulations for the Prevention of Collision at Sea and will maintain a listening watch
on VHF Channels 16, 68 and 18.

Prior to the commencement of dredging the Preferred Channel Marker Buoy (RGR) and
the outer Port Hand Lateral marking the Outer Harbour approach channel will be moved
approximately 20 metres out from their normal positions on the edge of the channel.
The two inner lateral marks will be removed for maintenance. All other aids to
navigation marking the channel approach will remain operational.

Mariners are advised to navigate with caution in the vicinity of the seaward approach
channel during the period of dredging operations and whilst the buoyage is off station.
